The Operation Kids program, a congressionally recog nized 

child safety initiative of the National Police Defe nse 

Foundation, (1) distributes child fingerprint/DNA k its to 

parents (2) posts rewards for the safe recovery of missing and 

kidnapped children (3) arranges life saving operati ons for 

critically ill children and (4) funds "Project Pedo phile" to 

help prosecute and convict pedophiles operating on the 

Internet. This program demonstrates law enforcement s commitment 

to protect our children from criminal elements and life 

threatening illnesses.
